What ID do I need? 2019 Federal Election

To vote, you need to prove your identity and address:

Show one piece of government-issued ID with your photo, If you live in ElImwood - Transcona, get ready to vote!

name and address. For example, your driver’s licence.
OR The Federal Election will take place on Monday, October 21,

2019. Vote between 8:30 am and 8:30 pm.
Show two pieces of ID. Both pieces must have your name, and

one must also have your address. For example, your Manitoba
Health Card + a utility bill like Hydro, cable or phone.

Election Day is your chance to have your voice heard on
what issues are important to you and what kind of
government you want to see in Canada.
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
